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The Commission believes that there atre a variety of possible ways to structure regulations to
achieve the desired results. We have not attempted to explore all of the possible alternatives at this
stage. We would, however, like to work closely with the Setvice as it develops a proposed rule. Also,
we note that development and effective enforcement of regulations will require strong involvement
by the State of Hawaii’s Department of Land and Natural Resoutces, and we encourage the Service
to involve the state fully in this process as it proceeds.
